What’s My Line?

Many years ago there was a television show called “What’s My Line?”  People would stand in front of a panel of three celebrities who would try to guess what job the person did for a living.  It was sort of like 20 Questions.  The celebrities could only ask questions that the player answered with yes or no.  Then they had to guess what the person did for a living.  If they didn’t guess correctly, the person got a lot of money.  

In this project, you are going to practice your Powerpoint skills while learning about a career that you might like to have when you grow up.  Then we will show the Powerpoints to a panel of celebrity judges and they will try to guess what your career is.
We will use the website  http://www.bls.gov/oco where the United States Bureau of Labor and Statistics has published information about many different careers.

Here is some of the information that you will find there…

· the training and education needed 

· earnings 

· expected job prospects 

· what workers do on the job 

· working conditions 

Use the worksheet on the back to take your notes.  Then make a Powerpoint that tells us about the job.  The first and next to the last slide should say…. “What’s My Line?”   Your last slide should tell us what the job is.

You will get points for doing this project.  You will be able to use the points on the last day of class to “buy” something from a treat box that I am going to create.  The person with the most points gets to choose first.

5 points for working quietly. If you misbehave, you lose points.
1 point for each slide you make

1 point for each interesting fact I learn from your slide show.

5 points if our celebrity panel can guess what your career is.
You should have at least 8 slides in your presentation.  The three I talk about above plus at least 5 that tell about the job.  You can include pictures.   You have three classes to do this project.
